Meeting called to order by Swiecki at 10:00 AM. Swiecki gave introductory comments. 

SECRETARY’S REPORT: Motion by Lynne Collins, second John Collins, to dispense with reading minutes of 2017 meeting. Approved unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Copies of the report for year-to-date and end of 2017 are attached. Report was read by Fuhrhop. He answered questions from audience. Motion to approve report by Nick Alban, second by Bill Holloway. Approved unanimously.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS: The terms of board members Heiman, Blank, Hawthorne, Peterson, Ziemelis, Marsh are expiring. All have agreed to run for re-election except Marsh who is leaving the board. Joe Buechel is nominated to take his place. No nominations from floor. Motion by Bruce Van Eyck, 2nd by Cliff Fox, to approve the slate by acclimation. Approved unanimously.

BYLAWS AMENDMENT: Board is proposing an amendment to Sec. 5 of the current bylaws concerning Treasurer's duties and changes in check writing procedures recommended after our recent audit. Wording is attached. Motion by Nick Alban, 2nd Cliff Fox, to approve the proposed changes. Approved unan.
STATE OF THE LAKE:  Swiecki went over the PLIA accomplishments this past year and goals for the next year:
1. Secchi readings for the year (attached)

2. Lake phosphorus. Was <8mcg./l from Sept. to July. Longest period ever.

3. Hatchery at 56# phosphorus well within limits.

4. Report on the on-going investigation of sewage spreading in Sec. 13 Homestead Twp. and related efforts to track state permits, supposed to be sent to townships.

5. Meeting with Road Commission resulted in agreement not to use phosphorus fertilizer in road projects.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. 14 people in audience said they had had incident of swimmers itch in family this year. All asked to file a detailed report. Peterson will send e-mail with link to the reporting site. Summary of our on-going study for $3,000 by Swimmers Itch Solutions toward getting a DNR/DEQ permit to trap and transfer Mergansers. Audience member request that we publicize request to not feed ducks.
2. Brief summary of our contract with Zero Gravity to survey lake by drone for Eurasian milfoil incidence. Planned for Sept. Followed by Powerpoint presentation by Dennis Wiand of Zero Gravity on drone surveying.

3. Presentation on land-based invasive weeds, especially Garlic Mustard, and efforts to remove around the lake given by Lynne Collins. She will lead effort to organize a mass removal effort by PLIA volunteers next spring.
4. Motion by Lynne Collins, 2nd Jane Lean, for the PLIA to examine possibilities and costs of boat washing at DNR launch site and signage at other accesses. She will head a committee for this and report. John Collins will be board liason.

5. Linda Kozak requests more robust social media presence and will lend her expertise to this effort. She will contact Steve Peterson to discuss.
